may now be made three months in advance of date of
departure with the following understanding:

Reservations made more than 14 days in advance
will be held until 14 days in advance of the date of
departure.

Reservations made 14 days or less in advance will be
held as follows:

If in-town, until 7:00 PM of the following busi-
ness day, but not later than 12 o’clock midnight
of the day prior to the date of departure.

If out-of-town (Locations where accommodations
are not assigned), until 7:00 PM of the third
business day following the date the space is as-
signed, but not later than 12 o’clock midnight of
the day prior to date of departure.
